The introduction of the new Wood-

capacity, modular, multi-head resaw.
lts modularitymakes It easy to expand
from one to a8 maximum of six heads. In
its maximum configuration, the HR700
converts large cants Into six boards and
one slab in one pass.

Cant capacity for the HR700 Is
400mm wide by 400mm high. The
shortest length that can be processed Is
one metre.Each cutting head Is equipped
with a 15kW electric motor, or optionally
with an 18.5kW motor.

The resawcan be Installed as a
standalone unit, but has been designed
to integrate into Wood-Mizer's current

Smart Log Processing (SLP) log
processing lines. The HR700 uses the
same size blade as all other machines in
the SLP lines, standardising ordering for
customers to one blade size.

The baslc HR700 module Includes

two headsas standard. To extend
theresaw, all that Is needed Is to add
another two-head module and install
a longer conveyor belt. The modular
deslgn makes transportation easler and
less costly, as well as giving businesses
the option fo scale up their resaw
capabllity as their business grows.For
returning unfinished cants back through
the resaw, roller tables are avallable for
a manual cant return system.

A separate control stand holds all
controls for the resaw. Standard, head
height is positioned with a manual

screw. Optional  set works with
electric up/down are available, which
increase speed and precision when
adjusting the heads to produce different
sizedtimber. Gentralised bladetensioning
for each two-head base makes the blade
change process more efficient.

The twin-track steel belt conveyor
provides a solid and durable surface
that fully supports the entire cant width.
Belt speed Is variable up to 20mper
minute. Heavy, powered rollers stabilise
and feed the cants through the heads
during sawing. This makes it easier to
process short cants or material with
internal tension.A pneumatic sensor
automatically raises the rollers to
accommodate Incoming cants. The roller
speed Is synchronised with the conveyor
belt speed, providing more precise
cutting, especially for thin boards.

To support expanding the product
range into larger machinery, Wood-Mizer
completed construction of an additional
productian hall in early 2014.

to see how the right composition of

Spindle Molder with correct accessories/
auxiliaries helps to get MAXTMUM from
the machine and that it reduces the manual

work.

Copying jig with Micro
adjustment

Spindle molder is the most
versatile machine In a woodworking
factory. This machine can shape and
profile any straight or curved objects
depending on the [ig used.

In many factories a copying
bearing Is used |just bellow the
cutting tool to profile the objects
mounted on the Jig as shown in the
plcture bellow.

The Jig has to be properly
designed otherwise the operation
on the molder becomes very risky
and due to this reason In most of
the factories this machine is used
by wery experienced operator. On
the other side IT the Jig Is properly
designed then any person [even with
little experience] can use It without
any risk.

The Jig Is made from Hard
Plywood / MDF with Bakelite (Hard

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material for long life of the |ig)
backing. The main draw back of this
type of system Is that the jig has to
absolutely accurate. In case any

gxcess material is to be removed,
then the Jig has to be re-worked to
adjust the quantity of the material to
be removed.

In order to avold the tedious
manual operation for the adjustment
AIGNER designed an Adjustable
Curved MIilling Stop to this |ob
accurately and much faster. This
can be mounted on standard Bow
Mould Master shown In the bellow
picture. This Is a very good piece
of engineering with precision.
The steel used In this Adjustable
Curved Milling Stop Is hardened
and stress released to guarantee the
dimensional stability.

This safety and working unit
enables fast and low risk milling
of curved work pleces on spindle
molder. This can be easlly fitted
on any Spindle Molder. This can be
used for both clockwise and counter
clockwise machining. It is provided
with a break shoe that prevents
the guide bearing from rotation

and also to provide smooth Initial
contact with the guide Jig. This Is
very Important to avoid the Initial
jerk (Kick) that is felt while the
work plece comes In contact with
the rotating tool at high speed. This
makes the profiling operation wery
easy and safe. Any operator will feel
comfortable on working on spindle
maolder for profiling work.

Wecan see the Adjustable Curved
Milling Stop mounted on the spindle
maolder. This will guarantee the
micro adjustments of the material
to be removed In machining. Some
factories use wooden system to do
similar work. But this system Is not
stable and one has to check the
dimension from time to time as the
wood may move from Its desired
position.

The above picture shows how the Adjustable Curved Milling Stop is working on a spindle molder.

In the present time when competition Is very much on rise and reduction
in the production cost Is the major source of profits that can only be achieved
by boosting production speed and reducing non-productive time spent on
the floor In setting up of the machines and tools.

One can think of mounting two or three profiled cutter blocks on the main
spindle of the molder. By just adjusting the height of the cutter block one can
change the profile of the work plece in no time. We will study more about it
In the next article.
